Three Islands Boat Trip 

The Elaphiti Islands (or Elafiti) are a group of islands situated northwest of Dubrovnik. The name is of Greek origin for Deer Archipelago (gk. elafos – deer). Pliny the Elder was the first scholar to mention the islands in his work Naturalis Historia.

Altogether the Elafiti cover less than 30 square kilometers and are inhabited by under a thousand people. There are three main islands: Kolocep, Lopud and Sipan.

Kolocep

A picturesque romantic Island of Kolocep is closest to Dubrovnik. In the times of the Republic of Dubrovnik, Kolocep was an important shipbuilding site. Two members of Christopher Columbus’ crew on the Santa Maria were sailors from the island. Archaeological remnants of ancient European conquerors have been found on the island: from the ancient times of Greece and Rome to the Napoleonic times. The island has seven pre-Romanesque churches dating back to the times of Croatian kings, from the 9th to the 11th century.
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Lopud

A beautiful natural landscape, sandy beaches and coastal promenades are a part of Lopud magical story. There are no vehicles on the island, and you can get a ride by a local people with their small cars for golf to your desired beach. An island characterized by flourishing Mediterranean, subtropic vegetation, marvellous parks and beaches, gardens with orange and lemon trees; it is one of the best developed touristic islands in the Dubrovnik area.
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According to the historian Razzi, Lopud had 30 churches in the 16th century, a great number of summer residences, several closters and many more inhabitants than today. There are also many ruins of early medieval churches, summer residences and strongholds on the island.

On the southern side is located a bay Sunj with one of the most beautiful sandy beaches on the Adriatic. You can get there in only 20 minutes by foot from the place Lopud trough a park wood. The beach Sunj is sandy and shallow, so you will have to walk for 100 meters if you want to swim. It is ideal for small kids and non-swimmers. The Island of Lopud is a real oasis of peace created for enjoying in an untouched nature.

Sipan

Islan of Sipan is the largest of the Elaphiti Islands at 16.5 sq km. The main port is Sudurad which is connected by road to Sipanska luka, a larger village about 5km away. In between is a verdant valley composed of olive and fig trees, vineyards and citrus groves. Sipan is famous for its wine and for its delightfully laid-back ambiance.

The iIsland is historically interesting. During the 15th Century it was a chic summer getaway for the very best Dubrovnik aristocrat families, many of whom built palaces on the island. On the road between Sudurad and Sipanska luka you can't miss the late-Gothic Rector's Palace and ruins of archbishop's palaces.

Sudurad is a sleepy village stretched along the harbour, dominated by the 16th-century castle of the wealthy Stijepovic-Skocibuha family from Dubrovnik. Tomo Skocibuha was a seafaring merchant who amassed an impressive fortune during Dubrovnik's golden years, enough to buy him a lifestyle equal to the nobility. In addition to his house in Dubrovnik, he constructed this little pied-a terre in 1539. Next to it is a tall tower built in 1577 as a defence against pirates.
