Cavtat

Ancient remains, renaissance palaces and villas make up the historical nucleus of Cavtat, a town south of Dubrovnik. In ancient times it was Greek settlement, known as Epidaurum and today is the tourist and cultural center of Konavle, the southernmost region of Croatia. 
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The birth house of Vlaho Bukovac

The birth house of one of the most famous Croatian painters was proclaimed a cultural monument in 1969. The architecture, the fact that it is located in the very heart of Cavtat as well as the artistic legacy of the painter make this house a true cultural pearl. The appearance of the house is not much different than the rest of the houses built in Cavtat towards the end of the 18th and beginning of the 19th century, even though the painter himself made a few touch-ups.                                                                                    

The Racic Family Mausoleum

By visiting the mausoleum of the famous Racic family, a well-known ship owning family, you will witness the symbolism which represents the lifetime of humans: birth, life and death. The entire mausoleum is built using white stone from the island of Brac except for the door and the bell which are made of bronze. The mausoleum is situated on the top of the hill between the sea and the cypress trees, and it was made by the famous Croatian sculptor Ivan Mestrovic. Mestrovic spent most of his life in the USA teaching art at universities and sculpturing. 

Rector’s Palace - The Collection of Baltazar Bogisic

Baltazar Bogisic (1834-1908) was a lawyer and scientist with a significant European reputation, and throughout his career, he collected various artifacts, documents and files. Today the Collection contains more than 35,000 objects. The numismatic collection particularly stands out with 2,700 objects. There is also an extensive library dating back to that period and is considered as being one of the most valuable monument libraries in Croatia. 

Cilipi


Upon arrival there will be a short walk through the picturesque village followed by our guide and visit to the Etno museum.

Sokol Grad

This fort found itself under Dubrovnik rule in 1420 and was immediately submitted to further construction – rebuilding of certain parts, strengthening of others, arming and general maintenance. This fort survived unscathed the big earthquake of 1667.

It is not mentioned in the 1672 archives as a military complex and it was probably abandoned around that time. As was customary in the region, the locals used the stones of the fort to build their homes and smaller walls, so Fort Sokol was heavily deconstructed. The ruins of the fort have been placed under state protection and are maintained in their present condition. 
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Dinner at Konoba Vinica 
After a short drive we will reach a well known restaurant Konoba Vinica situated in a beautiful natural setting, the protected landscape of river Ljuta. Enjoy a traditional dinner prepared in the old fashioned way. As part of Konoba there is a small wine and souvenir shop which offers local  wines and homemade products.
